Immunizations:‌  ‌‌Texas‌ ‌Law‌ ‌requires‌ ‌specific‌ ‌immunizations‌ ‌for‌ ‌all‌ ‌students‌ ‌enrolled‌ ‌in‌ ‌schools.‌  ‌All‌‌ 
required‌ ‌immunizations‌ ‌must‌ ‌be‌ ‌completed,‌ ‌validated‌ ‌by‌ ‌a‌ ‌doctor‌ ‌or‌ ‌health‌ ‌department,‌ ‌and‌ ‌on‌ ‌file‌ ‌at‌‌
